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Special Needs Identification & Assignment Coordination Process

(Family Advocacy) 

Program Description:  SNIACP enrollment is mandatory for active duty sponsors whose family member(s) meet enrollment criteria.  Generally, family members requiring non-urgent specialty medical assessment or treatment more than three times a year should be enrolled.  Likewise, children requiring special education or specialized classroom instruction more than 20% of the school day should be enrolled.  Children requiring Early Intervention Services or Medically Related Services (i.e. PT, OT, speech or mental health) must be considered for enrollment, regardless of the amount of time spent in treatment.      

Goals:  To ensure that family members who are enrolled in SNIACP are taken into consideration when the active duty sponsor must PCS.  The goal is for sponsors to be stationed at bases where their family member(s) will have access to specialized services.     

Target Population(s):  Active duty family members who have a special medical, educational or psychological need. 

Capacity:  Unlimited 

Duration of Program:  As long as the exceptional need exists or until the sponsor is no longer on active duty. 

Eligibility:  Active duty dependents.
