· Provide competent intervention for all family members in identified cases of maltreatment

Target Population(s):  Active duty members and their dependents; children participating in a DOD-sanctioned activity who allege maltreatment.    

Capacity:  All cases determined to be within Air Force standards for treatment and intervention by the Family Maltreatment Case Management Team. 

Duration of Program: Determined by the Family Maltreatment Case Management Team and based on compliance and progress with recommended treatment goals.

Eligibility:  Active duty members and their dependents.

Method of Evaluation:  Pre and post evaluation via Couple Conflict scale and Parent/Child Conflict scale, as appropriate.
