(Family Advocacy)

Program Description: This program is designed to enhance the well being of Air Force families through education and support.
  
Goals: To increase family member role adaptation, improve problem solving skills, and increase knowledge of child growth and development, thereby, reducing stress and the potential for associated problems.  

Target Population(s): Individuals or families during the prenatal period, planning adoption, or with infants/children ages 0-3 years.

Capacity: Unlimited enrollment.

Duration of Program: Pre- and postnatal period through three years of age. We also offer referral to support groups in cases involving bereavement.

Eligibility: At least one parent is eligible for military care with no open or pending maltreatment cases.
